Description of local area:
Sutherland Road Apartment is located in a nice neighbourhood of 
Brighton, which is in close proximity to popular areas such as Coolidge 
Corner, Boston University, and Harvard Avenue with a wide range of 
restaurants, shops, and cafes. Sutherland Road Apartment is located 
only a minute away from the Cleveland Circle Subway station (Green 
C-Line) and 5 minutes away from the Reservoir Station (D-Line). There 
are a couple of great grocery stores such as Whole Foods and Trader 
Joe’s within a few stops of Subway train ride. There are also a few 
restaurants/stores such as Dunkin’ Donuts, a CVS pharmacy, 7-Eleven, a 
Grill Bar, and Citi Bank right around the corner of the Apartment.

Description of residence:
Sutherland Road Residence consists of 3 spacious, modern, bedrooms 
and one master bedroom (with its own private bath), a good size living 
room and a kitchen including all appliances. The apartments each have 
a long hallway, with three rooms on one side, that leads directly to the 
bathroom. Each room has a large closet, Victorian style windows and a 
decorative Victorian style fire place as well

In each bedroom, there is a twin bed, a desk, a chair, a lamp, a chest 
of drawers, a good size closet and big bay windows. There is a full-size 
bathroom with shower to be shared by three bedrooms and a master 
bedroom with its own bathroom.

Accommodation includes:
• Cleaning service provided weekly
• Bed linen provided
• Students need to bring their own towels
• Coin operated laundry facilities are available at the house
• Cable TV and wireless Internet

Journey to school:
To get to school, the students have 2 options: 
1. Walk down the street (1 minute) to the Cleveland Circle (C-Line) Stop  
    to get on the T (Subway); 
2. Walk farther down the street (5 minutes) to the Reservoir Stop 
    (D-Line) 

Both options will take about 30 to 35 minutes to get to the Copley 
Station (the stop where EC Boston is) and then walk about 3 minutes on 
Boylston Street to get to EC Boston (729 Boylston Street). In order to get 
unlimited rides for both subway and buses, students should purchase a 
monthly ($59) or weekly pass ($15) subway pass.
